News from USI
INTRODUCTION OF NEW DELEGATES AND GUESTS – Mike Thrall attended as a guest of Bay Point Rod & Gun; Greg Tobler was an alternate for Diablo; and Kim Bennesen was a guest of Walnut Creek.

TREASURERS REPORT: Tammy Thomas – Financial reports for the month and Year End May 2009 were distributed and discussed. 
INFORMATION FROM THE CHAIR TO THE BOARD:

1. USI Water Tank Repair:  The pipe for the water supply failed and was replaced by Mike Anderson and Steve McConnell at a cost of $113.  The tanks foundation is failing and it will need to be replaced within the coming year.
2. Five Stand Roof:  The slope and drainage appear to be defective.  There is also a quality of workmanship issue.  We have asked to meet with the contractor and the factory representative to assess the situation.  Payment has been withheld pending their response. 

3. Skeet House and Trap Projects:  Doors for the skeet houses need to be installed.  Metal roofs for the trap houses have been placed for bid.  Installation of the new trap machines is underway.
4. Brentwood Rod and Gun Club (BRGC):  Their Board met on July 8th and made some edits and changes to the draft document that they want their attorney to review before forwarding it to USI.

5. Bay Alarm Company: The Rifle/Pistol Range office has been wired for an alarm system by Bay Alarm.  The system is working well. 

6. USI Pick-up Truck:  Mike Anderson had the utility truck repaired at a cost of $410.  The second truck will be inspected to determine what repairs it may need.  If the cost is excessive, the vehicle will be disposed of.

7. Surplus Maintenance Equipment:  The tractor side bar mowing attachment, which has been broken and unused for over 18 years, was sold to Buck Murphy for $150.  In addition, Buck agreed to provide a full "Pig Roast" for USI at a future date to be determined.
8. Ca. Victims Compensation & Government Claims Board:  USI was notified that the VCGCB will act on our claim at their August 20 meeting.  Staff recommends that our $20,768.75 claim be allowed.  This claim is for San Quentin's use of the LET facility.
9. Janitorial Service:  Kevin advised that we have no janitorial service right now, and asked that the Clubs make sure they clean up and put chairs and tables away until new arrangements can be finalized.
10. Holiday Closure Review: Kevin advised that there were some indications that being open on some holidays could present a potential revenue benefit to USI, and that he would like the Board to review its previous closure policy.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Trap/Skeet and Pullers – Kevin for Steve McConnell – In June there were 16 shoot days; 813 shooters.
Rifle/Pistol – Dave Agazzi – In June there were 1,564 shooters; 45% were members.
L.E.T./Hunter Ed. Bldg – Kevin for Jim Endress – there were 38.5 billable hours from two agencies last month, and 38.5 hours are scheduled for this month.
Multi-Purpose Range:  John Labash advised the schedule was full, there were no issues.

Grounds – Steve McConnell – No report.
Action Pistol – Bruce Fitch - No report.
Equipment Maintenance/Trap & Skeet – Steve McConnell – no report
Shotgun & Clubhouse – Steve McConnell - No report 
Environmental – Robin Wendt – No update.

NRA Training – Kevin for Jim Endress – The application for USI to become affiliated with the NRA has been submitted.  Once approved, we can secure insurance coverage through them if we decide to allow NRA instructors to hold fee for service classes at the range.
Hunter Education – Jim Clark - No report.

Youth Programs – Rod Guyette advised that there was no activity with Mike Lilygren's monthly USI youth shoots; there were two of Byron Monague's Diablo shoots; the USI youth shotgun program held 8 shoots; and the Contra Costa 4-H Club held four shoots. 

Webmaster - Kevin advised that the USI website is still infected with a virus.  A new webmaster is working on transitioning the website data from Paul Gatty's machine to his.
OLD BUSINESS:  (1) Mike McDonald presented a draft policy for USI to sell ad banner space on the chain link range fences. (2) John Thomas raised the issue of the missing skeet house doors, the incomplete 5 Stand roof and patio cover, and asked when these projects would be completed.  The answer is unknown since neither Mike Anderson nor Steve McConnell were in attendance.

NEW BUSINESS: (1) Kevin asked that the Board reexamine its decision to be closed on Memorial Day, July 4th and Labor Day.  Following a discussion, there was a motion by Gene Bayer, second by Dave Agazzi to have USI open this Labor Day on a trial basis.  Motion passed.  As an inducement to work that day, staff may be offered time and one-half. (2) Motion by Greg Tobler, second by John Labash to approve Diablo Rod & Gun Air Gun Field Target matches on the archery range to allow participants to experience long distance target shooting.  Motion approved with two opposed. (3) Following a presentation by Kim Bennesen, there was a motion by Fred Gobbell, second by John Snider to donate $500 in $50 USI gift certificates to Ducks Unlimited, motion approved.
